He is S/O Ian Lewis (30), member-in-charge of
the police at Chibi. Chief Chibi referred to the
relationship between his people and the police.

As member-in-charge, S/O Lewis had similar
responsibilities for the people under his care as a
kraalhead under the tribal structure.

Chief Chibi wished the officer to be known in his
tribe as kraalhead Ruswinga. The name is that of
a range of hills which the Chibi police station
overlooks.

A spokesman at police general headquarters,
Salisbury, said the appointment would be treated
as a purely honorary one.

How many of us follow news of disasters around
the world with only a passing interest. With our
improved communications, we are able to learn
of all such incidents almost as they happen and
see live pictures. We feel sorrow for the victims,
but then we move on to the next without feeling
any real empathy for them. This was certainly
the case with me personally. However, this
changed for me when I was advised that an ex
member of the Force, 5363 Andrew Northcote
and his wife Pam, lost their home and came close
to losing their lives in the recent dreadful bush
fire disaster that devastated large areas of the
state of Victoria, and whole communities in that
state. Andrew said, “Such was the speed and
ferocity of that wall of flames that descended
upon us and our house, that our motorcar was our
saving grace. Even as we passed the end of our
house, flames were emerging from the other side.
Five seconds - that was all we had - and I
wouldn't be writing this letter.” With this
knowledge, the Victorian disaster became so
much more real and personal. It was no longer a
disaster that affected unknown people in an
unknown corner of the world. It was a disaster
that affected real people, friends and colleagues.
Knowing this, I was able not only to sympathise
but also to empathise with ALL the people
adversely affected by this terrible disaster.

Zimbabwe News.
The following article appeared in The Herald: -

"State Pensioners to get Forex” - Herald Reporter
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State Pensioners will now get allowances in
foreign currency’, the Minister of Public Service,
Professor Eliphas Mukonoweshuro, has said. In a
statement, the minister said, ‘All State pensioners
would get their allowances by mid-March.” The
Minister of Finance issued a Press statement on
Thursday February 19 2009, where he announced
that mobilisation of necessary resources for the
payment of allowances of pensioners in foreign
currency was currently underway and that
payment modalities would be announced in due
course. He said, ‘Consistent with the above
undertakings, all pensioners are therefore being
advised that pension allowance payments, which
take account of the foreign exchange allowance
being paid to serving members, will be made to
all pensioners in mid-March 2009’, he said.
Serving State employees started receiving
allowances of US$100 in redeemable coupons
earlier this month."

So far, we have been unable to get any
information regarding this change from the
Pensions Office.

An article appeared in The Times, giving the
details of a scheme to assist British Citizens to
return to the United Kingdom. Details of the
scheme appear hereunder: -

“Elderly Britons given lifeline out of
Zimbabwe - Wednesday, 18 February 2009

Hundreds of British citizens are being offered a
resettlement package to leave worsening
economic conditions in Zimbabwe and move to
Britain, The Times has learnt.

The emergency measure to fly people out of the
country comes as increasing numbers of residents
approach the British Embassy in Harare asking
for help to leave. Up to 1,500 elderly and infirm
Britons are expected to take advantage of the
British Government's ‘Zimbabwe Resettlement
Programme’. Letters outlining the offer of help
were sent to elderly, vulnerable and infirm
citizens ten days ago and have already drawn
responses from people keen to take it up. One
elderly person described the deal as a ‘lifeline’.

The offer is focused on helping the most
vulnerable to leave the increasingly desperate
conditions in Zimbabwe's collapsed economy.
Britain is acutely sensitive as to how the
resettlement offer will be viewed by Zimbabwe's
new unity government. It is emphasising that it is
a humanitarian move driven by a collapse in the

country's infrastructure, which is hitting the
elderly and sick the hardest.

John Healey, the Local Government Minister,
said yesterday: ‘The situation in Zimbabwe
continues to make it hard to access food and
medical care. That's why we are offering help to
older, vulnerable British people, who are unable
to support themselves in Zimbabwe and want to
resettle in the UK’. Whitehall has been planning
the operation for months and officials said it was
a coincidence that the timing of the offer came as
the new unified government took power. It will
be some months yet before the first group arrives.
We have put in place this programme, which is
available to older and vulnerable British citizens
and British nationals with the right of abode in
Britain”, a Whitehall source told The Times.
“We do not think Zimbabwe is about to blow up
and that it is time to head for the hills, but life is
getting tougher for the vulnerable.”

The source added that the new Zimbabwean
Government, whose Cabinet met for the first time
yesterday after Morgan Tsvangirayi, the leader of
the Movement for Democratic Change was sworn
in as Prime Minister, could not be expected to put
right the collapse of Zimbabwe's infrastructure
overnight.

Under the programme, which is being
coordinated by the Communities Department,
people returning from Zimbabwe will be offered
housing, state benefits and support. Ministers are
preparing to waive the rules on residency tests to
allow people to claim housing and council tax
benefit on arrival.

The programme is available to British citizens
over 70 who are living in residential or
nursing homes in Zimbabwe and to younger
people in need of social care who live in their
own homes. They will be interviewed by British
officials in Zimbabwe and will be allowed to
bring spouses and partners with them.

There are an estimated 12,500 British citizens in
Zimbabwe, of whom 3,000 are over 70. The
Government believes that only between 500 and
1,500 will be eligible for the scheme, which will
run over the next 18 months.

Under the terms of the scheme, the British
taxpayer will pay for flights to Britain and a hotel
stay until permanent housing can be arranged.
Some of the returning Britons will be found
places in nursing or care homes with the State

meeting the bill if, as is likely, they cannot afford
to pay.

Those who can manage on their own will go into
social housing or rental accommodation with the
help of housing benefit. They will be provided
with furniture and other household goods as the
scheme does not include funding the return of
furniture. There will be no help with transporting
pets to Britain.

The Britons will be eligible for state benefits,
subject to a means test, and will be offered a
support worker to help them settle. The scheme,
which will be means-tested to ensure that the
Government does not fund the return of wealthy
people, will apply only to those permanently
resident in Zimbabwe for five years or more. The
means-testing will not include a person's fixed
assets, such as their house, as the Government
believes that most people will find it difficult, if
not impossible, to sell property in Zimbabwe's
present economic conditions.

Ministers have not ruled out chartering an aircraft
to fly groups of elderly people to Britain but for
now they are looking at using scheduled

commercial flights. ‘Times Online’.

Commencing in March 2009, the Pensions Office
commenced the payment of pension allowances
to resident Zimbabwe residents in US dollars.
Some pensioners, myself included, have
experienced problems with the pension allowance
being paid into the wrong account. These
problems are slowly being ironed out. There is
no intention to pay pensions to external
pensioners at this time however.

BOOKS of the BRITISH SOUTH AFRICA
POLICE

1. “The British South Africa Police Origins and
Early History 1885 — 1901” by 1084 Trooper
W.B.Bussy Price £6.50 + P&P.

This book is a collection of articles that first
appeared in the Police Review (the fore-runner of
the Outpost) between 1911 and 1914 and
describes the events and formation of the various
units that lead to the formation of the BSAP. The
articles were written by the first editor of the
Police Review and, because he knew and spoke to
most of the participants, it must be regarded as an

authentic account. These articles formed the basis
of the later Force Histories by Gibbs and Philips.

2. Zambesi Patrol by 2753 Tpr J.H. Hoddinott
Price £5.00 + P&P

This book recounts, in Patrol Diary style, a four
month foot patrol by the author in the Zambesi
Valley in 1928 to verify a report of smallpox in
the area and, if confirmed, to establish cordons
and vaccinate the native population.
Accompanied by three Native constables and 22
bearers, no pack animals could be taken because
of tsetse fly, he covered 1500 miles and wore out
four pairs of boots. The papers that formed the
diary were found amongst his widow’s
possessions following her murder by terrorists in
Inyanga in 1978 and are now in the National
Army Museum.

3. Sunrise Patrols by 2829 J.E. Palmer
Price £6.50 + P&P

Palmer’s memoirs of his time in the BSAP from
1926 to 1933. He served in Gwanda,
Mteteengwe, Fort Rixon, CID Bulawayo,
Member i/c of the newly opened Beitbridge
station and Nyamandhlovu. He takes the title
from the advice given by the Commissioner to
his squad at pass-out, to do their patrols early in
the day for the benefit of the horses, not the
troopers!

4. Down the Decades with the BSAP
Price £6.50 + P&P

A collection of articles from the Outpost from
each decade of the Force’s existence and
illustrates the evolution of the BSAP.

5. Not Without Incident by 374 W.H. Rabbetts
Price £5.00 + P&P

This tells of the author’s service with the BSAP
from 1902-1914 and his post BSAP service.

6. Mocke — Life and Works by 1437 E Mocke
Price £9.75 + P&P

Eben Mocke was one of the most prolific and
accomplished contributors to the Outpost under
the nom-de-plumes of 1437 and Pioneer. This
book, one of the largest in the series, is a
complete collection of his works and includes the
epic “Kalahari Patrol”, his description of a patrol
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lasting 8 months that he carried out in 1912 in the
wilderness area that later became the Wankie
National Park. He was accompanied at the start
by two Native Constables but by the end,
following a series of adventures, including
treating a sick bushman who later repaid the debt
by treating Mocke when he came down with
blackwater fever, he had accumulated 27
companions, mostly primitive bushmen whom he
brought back for resettlement. He describes later
in the book his meeting some 50 years later with
the bushman who saved him from the fever.

7. The B.S.A.P. Military Operations in World
Wars 1 & 2 compiled and edited by
CIliff Rogers, Alan Stock and John Berry
Price £8+P & P

Currently being reprinted to include new material
this book describes the operations involving
BSAP personnel outside Southern Rhodesia
during the World Wars. These include accepting
the first surrender of German troops during
WWI1, a number of descriptions of Murray’s
column and the experiences of some of those
seconded to various theatres in WW2. Nominal
and medal rolls of those who took part are
included.

8. Troopers Tales’ of the BSAP compiled and
edited by John Berry and Alan Stock

Price £10.70 + P&P

Eleven stories by members of the BSAP who
started out as troopers at times ranging from the
earliest days to immediately after World War 2,
including the unfinished memoirs of H.G.
Seward, who rose to the rank of Lt. Col., and
those of 3967 Dennis “Johnny” Johnstone
covering his BSAP service. Also recounted is
story of the gold robbery at Filabusi where the
chief suspect was a BSAP Trooper.

9. Commanding the Regiment by Fred Punter
and John Berry Price £5 + P&P

With a foreword by General the Lord Walker,
patron of the BSAP Trust and former son of Col

Walker BSAP, this book provides descriptions
and short biographies of the persons who over the
years commanded the BSAP.
