thought members might be interested in what turned out to be a most rewarding
experience.
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Our purpose was to contribute in a small waythe plight of pensioners in
Zimbabwe and in particular in Bulawayo.
| must say at the outset that the fantastic efforts made by the Zimbabwe Pensioners
Relief Fund represented by Norman Nimmo and co and by another Relief fund run
by Mrs Kath Oldsin Endand (wife of war veteran murdered farmer Martin Qlds
are making huge inroads into the plight of our pensioners nation wide and we
personally saw the fruits of their effortsWe wholeheaddly support these
initi atives
Back to the trip. We left Ramsgateheavily loaded with the first stop
Pietermaritzburg for coffee with Duat 'Porky' Paull 8980 and handed over
copies of Dave Lemons new bo@tood Sweat and Lions'.
Then onto Johannesburg where we night stopped with Bryan Smith 10098 and his
family. Early next morning departed a city in chaos (due to extensiveaat&m
for World Cup) and arrived at a relatively quiet Border Post of Beitbridge.

change from previous attitudes.
The Tollgatesconsisted of a tent on the side of the road and a stop sign in the
middle of the road manned bypmliceman and a member of Revenue Services
armed with a pen and receipt book
One US dollar or ten rand was the fee and a short chat and receipt writing
followed...thank goodness not much traffic.

In Bulawayo we set about making contact with ex BSAP members and others to
establish where we should distribute the boxes. We soon realized that the
established relief organisations both inside and outside Zimbabwe we
concentrating their efforts towards the Old People Homes and although they will
always need more, we decided to look for the needy outside these
establishments....and that is exactly what we did......most rewarding and in many
instances quite tear jerid.. even for two old duddies .......
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It is these experiences which have motivated us to continue and we will be doing
another trip in November.

It was not all work and no play and we sought out and had |
times with many ex members.

Bulawayo is cleanfar cleaner than the towns to the north of Pretoria and crime is
practically non existantNo Army were seen and policemen carried firearms.
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We ate well inrestiurants such as the Cattlemdsolden Spur and Bon Jmee
and even had an ia@eam at the Eskimo Hut.
All this is fine if you have money but the pensionailsnd and rely on support
from others 0
