R No. 1 was published March 1982. At that time — Oliver Kesby
was Chairman, Mike Moss treasurer and Keith Rawson secretary/editor.
Peter Colepeper and Steve Ross Jones were committee members. It
reports the AGM of 26 March 1982 with 41 members attending and funds
of R400 in the kitty.

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A TRIBUTE TO JOHN JACKSON

Thefollowing appeared in the February 1983 edition of The Outpost

death of famous cartoonist

OUR FINAL PORTRAYAL this month is a sad one and, in many
respects, a very incomplete one. From other sources we hear that
John Jackson died in Cape Town on December 12. The following
tribute appeared in the South African Digest:

“John Jackson was born in Naboomspruit, Transvaal, 8 small
town with which he retained links all his life, and grew up on a farm
in the Waterberg district. In his late teens, Jackson was trained in
journalism by Vere Stent, an editor of The Pretoria News, who
settled on a neighbouring farm. It was Stent who recognised the
young Jackson’s drawing talent and nurtured it.

“From 1957, Jackson was The Argus cartoonist and, through the
years, many of his cartoons were published by sister newspapers
of the Argus group, making his name a household word. The Times
of London and Punch also published some of his cartoons.

“In paying tribute to Jackson, Mr John O'Malley, editor of The
Argus said that ‘his masterly economy of line was probably his
outstanding quality. He could, in just a line or two, suggest, hint,
capture volumes'.” 4

Older readers of The Outpost will remember John Jackson's
cartoons in this magazine long before he joined The Argus. They
date from the years of World War Il. The early links between The
Outpost and Jackson are concealed by dust and dimmed memaories.
We would be very grateful if someone could clear this obscurity.

Not forgotten, however, is A/Cst Kachemu, John Jackson's
special creation for The Outpost. Kachemu's antics were so
thoroughly enjoyed by our readers and the audience of Mapolisa
that we might be forgiven for saying that in those days, we were
quicker to laugh at ourselves. Jackson also regularly coughed up
his special Christmas presents for this magazine. Unseasonal
though some of his cartoons are and aware that our appreciation of
humour has perhaps been polluted, we devote the rest of this
month’s “Round-up” to A/Cst Kachemu and the Force he served, in
memory of a man with that precious gift of making us laugh
frequently.
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THE PLIGHT OF THE ZIMBABWE PENSIONERS

‘Norman Nimmo writes : -

Zimbabwe Pensioners Support Fund providing relief to old age pensioners in
Zimbabwe.

In 2002 Hannes Botha became aware of the plight of pensioners in Zimbabwe and
began, out of his own pocket, taking up food parcels in a small ford bakkie to a few
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pensioners in an old age home in Gwelo. Since then, what started off as a single
persons effort has grown to a major relief undertaking by Hannes and a few other
ex Zimbo’s who assist him.

What was relief to a couple of folk at one home has grown into regular food
parcels to over 1000 pensioners at over 16 homes, throughout the country and the
number of people supported is growing on each trip. The growth resulted in the
birth of the ZimbabwePensioner Relief Fundas people heard of the desperate
plight of pensioners, they began supporting the fund financially and with donations
of foodstuffs and clothing and other basic essentials.

What started out as a small bakkie has now grown into a fleet of three trucks
carrying over 20 tons of foodstuffs upto Zimbabwe every 6 weeks on a 10 day trip
around the country, travelling over 3500 kms on each trip. Two of the trucks being
recent donations to the fund.

Each pensioner, at each home visited is provided with an apple box size parcel of
basic essentials to survive.
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Each box is individually addressed to the recipient making it a personal gift- which
IS important for them to know that they are personally remembered.

The need is tremendous and most of those receiving parcels would starve to death
were it not for the parcels. Most are totally dependant upon the parcels as their
pensions and any savings, have become worthless with the inflation.

Each truck is driven by volunteer drivers who take it in turns to make the trip often
on their own, which entails loading the truck, doing the driving, running the
gauntlet of negotiating border officials (which can take up to 48hours),offloading
at each home and trying to encourage and provide some cheer to the old folk at
each stop. A taxing task physically, mentally and spiritually.

On returning to South Africa, Hannes then makes trips to Natal, the Free State and
Gauteng collecting donations and preparing for the next trip as well as doing
presentations on the funds activities to churches and other interest groups.

Hannes admits that the growth of the fund has caught him by surprise and has
resulted in him being unprepared for the administration requirements and
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acknowledgements that are needed, so if you have not received a personal
acknowledgement of donations made please bear with him.

It needs a full time administrator to take care of the admin requirements now and
hopefully this position will be filled soon.

Support has been fantastic and has been coming in from all over the world.
Britain, Europe, Australia, New Zealand, America and every other place where ex
Rhodesians are now living.

Due to the growth, it became necessary for the fund to be officially registered and
it was registered a non profit organization towards the middle of 2008( No.
2007/034036/08) and 6 years of financial accounts are in the process of being
finalized by accountants at present and should be available to the public shortly.

The Fund now makes deliveries to homes in Musvingo, Chinhoyi, Selukwe,
Zvishanvane, Redcliff, Kwe Kwe, Gweru, Rusape, Marandera, Mvurwe, Bindura,
Chegutu , Mutare, Harare , Bulawayo, and Esikodwene, and new areas are being
added each trip, as funds and truck space becomes available.

Although goods are beginning to be seen back on the shelves in Zimbabwe, all
trading is done in US dollars or Rands as the local currency has totally collapsed.
As most of the pensioners do not have Rands or dollars they are unable to
purchase goods- even if they could afford it. Most pension cheques being worth
less than the equivalent of a South African cent. Almost all those in the homes
have lost everything and are now totally dependant on aid support.

It is for this reason that despite the improving conditions in Zimbabwe the plight of
the pensioners there will remain a very real need for the next few years and the
need for ongoing support will be essential and the activities of the Zimbabwe
Pensioners Support Fund will continue to provide a essential lifeline for the
forseeable future.

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SPONSORSHIP

As was disclosed at our recent AGM the financial status of the Natal
Branch is healthy. However, there is a need to watch expenses, especially
in view of the current economic situation. Costs are rising on a regular
basis and our Natal Outpost printing and posting costs are no exception.

This is partly the fault of the current editor in trying to produce something
different - four editions a year plus four colour print pages. So the idea is
to follow the UK Branch’s system of having members sponsor a page in
their Outpost.  To test reaction to this idea we thought a contribution of
R15 per page per Outpost might get some support. Each sponsor would
get his (or her!) name and number printed at the foot of the page allocated
to them. Of course if the donor did not want any publicity then they would
remain anonymous.

The plan — with effect from our next edition — October 2009 — anyone
wishing to participate need only to deposit a sum of money into our bank
account, making sure the deposit slip is endorsed simply with “OUTPOST —
(and then something like) - R30/2”.

This means the sponsor wishes to support one page in the next two issues
at R15 a time. R30 would need to be the minimum BUT the benefactor
could indicate R45/3 even R60/4!

BOOK REVIEW

‘CAME THE FOURTH FLAG’ by Bill Crabtree

From The History of the British South Africa Police 1939-1980

So it was said of Yorkshireman Bill Crabtree, who rose to the rank of Deputy
Commissioner (Crime and Security) in the British South Africa Police (BSAP), ‘one of the
most distinguished and respected of the old colonial forces' (Daily Telegraph, 29 March
1980). During a long and exciting career in Africa, Greece and the Middle East he was
involved in anti-terrorist operations and counter-espionage, as well as the investigation of
serious crime, including murder and rape, and he organised undercover activities against
gold smugglers. During the times of crisis in Rhodesia the author speaks highly of the
loyalty not only of the African members of the security services, but also of the rural
tribesmen in the remote areas he covered.

Came the Fourth Flag (a reference to the four changes of ensign in Rhodesia) is full of
revealing details about the way in which Britain policed her possessions in South Africa
and elsewhere in the empire. During the counter-insurgency campaign in Rhodesia, when
terrorist action was causing many casualties, the author nearly lost his own son when he
was ambushed and badly wounded. His view of past and current trends in lan Smith’s
Rhodesia was inevitably coloured by his experiences, and Bill's account of his life gives
an insight into the events as seen from his side of the fence. His is perhaps not a
fashionable viewpoint, nor widely written about, which, taking into consideration present-
day conditions in what is now Zimbabwe, makes this fascinating book rather unusual.

In 1970 when Bill Crabtree tried to visit the UK he was shocked to find that he was
refused entry. He regarded himself as a loyal servant of Britain abroad who was not a
political animal, and was appalled to discover that he was deemed to have ‘been actively
involved in advising on, and executing, the policies of an illegal regime'. After 32 years
with the BSAP, Bill accepted a diplomatic position with security and intelligence
responsibilities which made excellent use of his experiences in BSAP's Special Branch.
Based in Greece and the Middle East this post involved dealing with people from cultures
that were very different from his own and as always he made the effort to understand the
feelings, language and motivations of the local population. His love of South Africa never
waned and after working there as a consultant for his son’s security company for some
years, he retired in KwaZulu Natal.
